She comments on economic conditions in the mid-1920s.  She talks about going to UW football games.  She says that Memorial Union construction had begun when she was a student, but was not completed until 1926.  She says she did not read The Daily Cardinal.

KL talks about President Edward Birge and President Glenn Frank.  She comments on the Wisconsin Alumni Research Foundation and on Harry Steenbock.  Steenbock set up the foundation, she says, with money he made on a patent for a research discovery.
