00:00:12	VH currently lives in Omaha, Nebraska.  She attended the UW from 1930-34.  She graduated from Evanston Township High School in Evanston, Illinois.  She says that her family expected her to attend college.  She considered attending Smith College, but she decided to attend the UW after visiting the campus.  She reports that she did not have any career goal in mind when she began attending the UW.

00:01:22	Orientation at the UW, she reports, involved a lot of standing in line, listening to a number of lectures, and conferring with a counselor about a course schedule.  She says the number of required courses for freshmen limited her choice of courses.

00:02:18	VH reports that male freshmen students were supposed to wear special hats, but usually did not.  Female freshmen were required to live in a dormitory.  VH majored in psychology.  She reports that the teaching was well done, but was a little "laid back" relative to other courses.  The only research she reports doing was for her senior thesis.

00:03:00	VH reports on her thesis advisor, Professor Husband.  Her thesis concerned the correlation between grades of male students and the probability that these students would attend and graduate from law school, and concluded that no significant correlation existed.  She goes on to comment on Professor Harlow other professors and classes in the psychology department.

00:06:49	When VH first came to the UW, she says she was not in favor of drinking hard liquor, although she did not see anything wrong with drinking beer.  During her second year, she began to drink some hard liquor as well.  She talks about going to fraternity dances and "speakeasies" where she and her friends would drink alcohol.

00:09:51	VH comments on "strong" classes, the accessibility of professors, and her interest in an art appreciation class, and reports that she lived in Langdon Hall during her first year at the UW.  She comments on meals at the union, expectations concerning dressing for dinner at Langdon Hall, rules for mealtimes, and general house rules.

00:14:34	During her next three years at the UW, VH lived at the Delta Delta Delta sorority house.  She joined her sorority during her second semester as a freshman.  She comments on her experience with sorority rush, rules concerning smoking at sorority houses, and cleaning responsibilities for new sorority members during "Hell Week."  She reports that there was no hazing.  She goes on to discuss sorority activities and other aspects of sorority life.

00:20:15	VH says that it was important for a student to be in a sorority or fraternity at that time.  The first six sororities to be formed on the campus were called "the Big Six."  VH's sorority was called the "seventh of the Big Six," because it was the seventh one to be formed.

00:21:06	During her freshman year, VH says she dated another freshman who was a member of a fraternity.  The fraternity advised him to only date women who were members of a "Big Six" fraternity; but he ignored the advice.

00:21:53	VH reports that she was elected to Sigma Epsilon Sigma because on her good grades.  She recalls that membership in this organization did not involve much more than receiving a pen.  Mortarboard met regularly, but had no real function.  VH became involved with WSGA during her sophomore year.  The WSGA had ten or twelve members.  New members were elected by current members and on the advice of faculty members.  She talks about some of the issues with which the WSGA was involved.

00:24:44	VH says she read the Daily Cardinal, which she considered slightly leftist, and thought it was a good paper.  Her boyfriend, during her junior and senior years, was in charge of advertising for the paper.  As a result, he had access to free tickets to movies, dance halls, and Sunday suppers.

00:25:32	She reports having a lot of leisure time.  She says this was because she was a quick learner and used her time well.  She talks about how she spent some of her leisure time, including time she spent at the union.  She says that the union was most often frequented by people who were not involved with sororities and fraternities.  Certain areas of the union, she recalls, were designated as lounge and eating areas for male students in which women were not allowed.  She comments on the major social events during the school year.

00:28:50	Most of the female students kissed and "petted" male students, but very few became more physically involved than this, according to VH.  Students were not aware of and did not consume any other drug besides alcohol.

00:30:18	VH says her education was financed by her parents.  She says she had been offered a scholarship to Smith College.  During her first year, she recalls that she occasionally went to church.  She says that she enjoyed her philosophy courses, but comments that these courses "ruined" the Bible for her.  Before she came to college, she attended church regularly.  She attended a Christian Science church, which she enjoyed because it took an intellectual approach to religion.

00:32:30	VH says that male students respected female students at the UW.  Most female students, she says, did not come to school in anticipation of a career.  She says that Jewish people from New York were very different from the rest of the students.  She reports that they were politically liberal, they did not dress well, and they tended to congregate at the union.  Blacks and other racial minorities were accepted, she says, although these groups did not mix socially with white students.

00:34:36	VH talks about the march on the capital which involved about fifty students protesting the low pay of professors during the Depression.  She does not recall any changes made due to the march.

00:34:41	VH comments on Dean Louise Troxell Greeley, reporting that she was well liked.  She recounts a story in which she was called to the office of the dean of women and asked questions concerning her sorority.

00:39:25	VH says that President Frank was not particularly popular with students.  This, she says, was due to his personality, which she describes as a little "cold and ambitious."

00:39:46	She comments on stores which students frequented on State Street and the surrounding area, and favorite dance places.

00:42:48	She reports that the Depression had an unfavorable effect on many students.

00:43:54	After graduating, and before getting married, VH took a course at a business school in order to get a job at a bank.  After getting engaged, she did not wear her wedding ring because married women were not allowed to work at the bank where she found a job.  After getting married, she stopped working.

00:45:44	Prohibition and the Depression were two big factors shaping the time period that VH attended the UW.  She remarks that she did not realize at the time that the UW was socially liberal compared to other schools.

00:46:47	VH says that students had to have a letter of permission from their parents in order to leave Madison for any destination besides their homes.

00:46:57	End of side.
