On September 7, 1976, Professor
Mark Tushnet became Associate
Dean of the Law School. He will
continue to teach part-time during
his two year service as Associate
Dean.

On June 14, Professor Tushnet
spoke to an Institute on Censor-
ship at the Library School at the
University of Wisconsin-Madison.

The purpose of
the Committee is to investigate
the rules and recommend im-
provements.

Professor Tushnet has been a
member of the Faculty since 1973.
He has recently been granted
tenure and promoted to Associate
Professor. He formerly served as
law clerk for U.s. Supreme Court
Justice Thurgood Marshall.
