I enlisted in the regular U.S. Army Dec 2, 1910- was assigned to the mounted service but later transferred on my own request to the Medical Department- assigned to Fort Sheridan, Ill., for duty Dec 4, 1910, and remained at that post until March 29, 1911. Being then transferred to Hdgrs Central Department, Chicago, Ill., for duty at the Attending Surgeon's Office, as clerk and Dispensary Assistant, remaining at this station until July 26, 1914, date of transfer to my former Post, Fort Sheridan, Ill., to fill vacancy as Sgt. Clerk at this station I remained at Fort Sheridan, Ill., untill Nov 4, 1914. reciving orders on this date to take charge of Reg. Infirmary- 5th U.S. Cavalry, this  Organization was ordered out on Strike Duty at that time- strike incurred with the Bache Denman Coal Co., Hartford and Prairie Creek, Ark., and Union Miners- settlement was made on Feb 25, 1915- date of being ordered to return to Fort Sheridan, Ill., for further duty- I only remainded at Fort Sheridan, Ill., 10 days, after returning from Strike Duty- receiving an order this time to proceed to Fort Meade, S.C., to fill vacancy as First Sergeant to Post Hospital, at that Post- Left Fort Sheridan, Ill., for Fort Meade March on or about March 5, 1915 and was stationed there until July 26, 1915- being ordered on this date per SPECIAL ORDER WD-AGO to proceed to Fort McDowell, Cal., enroute to the Phillipine Department, Manila, P.I., for duty.  I left Fort McDowell, Cal., Sept 7, 1915 and arrived at Manila, P.I., Oct 5, 1915- was then transterred to Fort Wm. McKinley, in the Rizal Province, for duty at the Brigade Post Hospital, and in charge of the Post Hospital Dispensary from Nov 15, 1915 until April 6, 1917- being ordered on this date for special duty until Sept 15, 1917- for transfer back to the good old U.S.A. (GOD'S Country) - arriving in US Oct 8, 1917- After a twenty-five day stop over at San Francisco, Cal., I received Orders from the War Department to prodeed to the (Sunny South) Camp Seriver, Greenville, S.C. Personnel Sgt. in charge of various Organizations.
