Tape 1/Side 1 

00:00:30	CB gives background information on herself. She talks about the reasons she came to UW.

00:01:49	The expectation for women at the time was marriage and family. Education was valued, but it was not expected it would be applied.

00:03:36	She was a good student in high school; it was expected she would attend college. Madison had a good reputation and was a big party school.

00:06:43	CB's parents paid for her education. She also won a scholarship awarding in-state tuition.

00:08:04	It was difficult to get a housing contract when CB came to UW, but she found one fairly easily at Lake Lawn House, which was privately-owned. She talks about the operation of the house, its rules, and its social activities, which included "beer suppers."

00:15:20	CB talks about ways and places to meet people, such as religious organizations and the library.

00:17:39	Houses acquired reputations. Lake Lawn House got a reputation because a student had committed suicide there the year before CB became a resident. Many of the women left there were "New York Jews," who were characterized as obnoxious beatniks.

00:19:27	CB describes her own collegiate style of dress. 1964 was a turning point: women shifted to wearing jeans, the free speech movement was imported from Berkeley, and students were avoiding the draft.

00:21:32	CB talks about board at Lake Lawn House, which she left for Villa Marie. She describes the differences between the two. There was a TV available for students to watch in the common area. She mentions Beatlemania.

00:29:02	CB dabbled in the liberal arts. She enjoyed English literature courses. Undergraduates attended big lectures with smaller discussion sections led by TAs. 

Tape 1/Side 2

00:30:45	[topic starts before Tape 1/Side 1 ended] CB talks about the ordeals of advising and registration as a freshman.

00:35:27	She discusses some of her courses and instructors. She especially enjoyed philosophy with Haskell Fain, botany with Ray Evert, and physical anthropology with Mr. Laughlin. She also took German, French with Joseph Palmeri, history with E. David Cronon, and sociology with Jack Ladinsky. The only course she felt was substandard was a calculus course. Physical education was required, but fun. The Fundamentals course was famous for the hated "topless photos," which were taken to show spinal curvature.

00:43:45	CB finally chose psychology as her major through the process of elimination. She talks about her favorite course, Personality, taught by Jack Gilchrist and Child Psychology, taught by E. Mavis Hetherington. Leonard Berkowitz was another one of her instructors. 

00:46:40	CB discusses the Kennedy assassination. Henry Morgenthau's daughter Susan, who lived at Villa Marie, flew to Washington for the funeral. A feeling of sorrow and shock enveloped the campus.

00:50:37	CB was accepted into the Peace Corps, and still regrets the decision not to go.

00:51:43	She talks about Experimental Psychology with Vernon Allen. Gilchrist and Allen were both quite helpful to undergraduates.

00:53:00	CB was out of school for a couple of years. She talks about jobs she held as a coder at the Survey Research Laboratory and as a project assistant at the newly-opened Education R&D Center under Herbert Klausmeier. For the latter she did library research and helped graduate students, who introduced her to school psychology. She worked in the Center for two years, beginning in the fall of 1964.

00:58:12	CB went to graduate school and got an M.A. in Educational Psychology while working half-time as a RA for Wayne Otto. She talks about his research. School Psychology was an area within the Educational Psychology Department, which was within the School of Education.

01:01:20	Female undergraduates were not encouraged to go further in psychology. CB did not feel this once she got into graduate school; the School of Education seemed to have a different view of women.

01:03:19	End of side. End of tape. 

Tape 2/Side 1

01:03:35	CB was not involved in many campus groups. She was accepted into the Sigma Epsilon Sigma and Phi Kappa Phi honor societies. She was a representative to Coeds' Congress — a governing body of women students — from Lake Lawn House. As a volunteer usher at the Union Theater, she saw a variety of performances for free, including Haresfoot.

01:09:59	CB read The Daily Cardinal.

01:11:33	She points out and explains some pictures in the Badger. She talks about housemothers. George Wallace came to campus as part of a series on controversial people. He spoke and then carried on a discussion with a student panel. 

01:22:58	The Rathskeller, the Terrace, and The Pub were regular hangouts for CB and her friends. She talks about the campaign to save the flagstones on the Terrace.

01:27:54	CB met her husband at the Rathskeller through a mutual friend. They dated for six years before they finally got married.

01:29:45	She did not participate in many activities at Hillel. The few times she went were more for her parents. She was not very religious, but her mother was. She and many of her Jewish friends dated non-Jews, but their parents would not have understood.

Tape 2/Side 2

01:35:00	CB talks about some dating activities, including hanging out at the Union, parties, movies on campus, and study dates at the library.

01:37:20	Drinking beer was an acceptable practice. By the middle 1960s, CB knew people doing LSD for recreation. She associated marijuana with hoods. Some of her friends had a problem with alcohol.

01:39:18	CB was not politically active. She was uncomfortable with the imbalanced and inflexible views of political activists on campus. She talks about teach-ins and protests. She was afraid to state her own opinion, which dissented from that of the activists. Some professors were very supportive of the student movement. CB did not agree with many of its tactics.

01:45:18	The bombing of Sterling Hall appalled CB but did not surprise her. Protest against the Vietnam War changed society. It polarized people. 

01:48:40	UW went to the Rose Bowl when CB was a junior. She talks about behavior during games. She went to Pasadena to see the game, the best she has ever seen.

01:54:27	Hockey was the only other sporting event she attended. Art Thomsen, the gymnastics coach, is Eric Heiden's grandfather.

01:55:38	CB was aware of and experienced anti-Semitism while at UW. She mentions the attitude of the state legislature toward "New York Jews." John Borman, who owned real estate in Madison, had a quota for Jewish residents for his properties. At the time some universities also had quotas. She did not feel any discrimination except as regards off-campus housing. 

02:00:19	CB describes the sexual discrimination she felt during the 1960s and 1970s. Complaints had no effect.

02:02:19	There were very few blacks on campus. The one black girl living at Villa Marie felt discriminated against. There were many foreign students on campus.

02:04:46	CB was sensitized to civil rights issues. She rebelled against her parents' unenlightened attitudes on civil rights. She knew people who were freedom riders. 

02:06:36	End of side. End of tape.

Tape 3/Side 1

02:06:47	She talks more about the freedom riders. Focus shifted from civil rights to Vietnam. Martin Luther King spoke on campus.

02:08:48	CB went to Helen C. White's open house for freshmen. White wore purple; there was a romantic rumor this was connected to an affair with W. H. Auden. She mentions other campus characters: Max the apple man and Snowball.

02:12:59	CB and her boyfriend came from very different backgrounds. They did not get married until 1969.

02:14:08	After she graduated, she got the jobs in Madison described previously. She then went on to get her M.A. in Educational Psychology and got a job with the Madison school system as an elementary school psychologist. She now works at East High School.

02:16:46	CB's years at UW were the best years of her life.

02:17:19	End of side. End of tape.
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
