Upon hearing his nations call, Mr. Kolak did not hesitate, but went to Green Bay and enlisted in the U.S. Navy for four years.  He enlisted June 2, 1917. So on July 18, 1917, he was sent to Great Lakes Naval Training Station and trained there until Sept 7, 1917 then he transferred to Radio Operating and was sent to Mineapolis, Min. where he stayed a few weeks and then was transferred to the Harvard University where he wtayed until Feb. 1918.

February 9, 1918 he was put on U.S.S. C232 as a Radio Operator.  He is on the same boat at present.

He was in a number of fights with the German submarines but they destroyed every Hun? submarine they could find without even a bit of harm to themselves. Huns? are no good.
