00:12:37	In 1965, board of regents established composition of committee--two members were to be appointed by University Committee; two by Administrative Council; some alternates existed; deans were long-term members. 

00:15:39	CL uncertain whether any of his fellow committee members held same views of committee that he held. 

00:17:33	Eventually committee structure was changed--at end of Kurt Wendt's tenure as chairman. Technically chancellor was committee chairman, but he had an alternate, and since chancellor never went to meetings, it was his alternate who conducted them. 

00:18:04	Committee was supposed to be an advisory committee to chancellor. 

00:18:21	When Kurt Wendt's term as chairman ended, he reworked structure of Campus Planning Committee--director of planning and construction was made a consultant to committee rather than a member. 

00:19:29	Committee was also revised in part because faculty senate said faculty committees had to have a majority of faculty sitting, not counting administrative faculty.

00:21:00	During Clara Penniman era, University Committee attempted to convert almost everything into faculty operations--University Laws and Regulations changed to Faculty Rules and Regulations. 

00:21:36	CL argued Campus Planning Committee was an administrative committee and not a faculty committee. 

00:22:37	Kurt Wendt worked to have more faculty appointed to committee--faculty not holding administrative appointments. 

00:23:05	CL feels Kurt Wendt as chairman of committee and two or three others were responsible for majority of decisions committee. 

00:24:48	CL sat with committee for part of one year as University Committee representative, relinquished his seat when he became chairman of University Committee, and again sat with committee when he became secretary of faculty.

00:25:34	CL attended meetings on a regular basis until he lost interest in committee, and then he began sending assistant secretary of faculty, Douglas Dales.

00:26:06	In a procedural sense, Union South construction question was long and entangled--building committee faction; Porter Butts, union trustees faction.

00:29:42	Porter Butts raised questions in opposition to constructing Union South. 

00:31:02	Campus Planning Committee played an undefined role in mid-sixties concerning whether a second campus should be constructed.

00:39:42	He feels University has continued to accentuate its parking problems by building new facilities on grounds once used for parking.  CL feels parking should be provided for in plans for specific buildings, and campus planning went through motions of accounting for this but never reached point of actually carrying it out. 

00:40:57	Much discussion was given to the use of ramps to solve problem. 

00:42:14	City of Madison has never shown a great deal of interest in aiding University's parking problem through extensive development of bus lines running to and from campus. 

00:43:26	University has always viewed State Building Commission as an obstacle to whatever it wished to do. 

00:44:12	State engineer as member of building commission sat on Campus Planning Committee. 

00:45:24	Some in administration in late sixties thought committee was becoming irresponsible because its decisions were no longer final; they were always going to be acted upon by state in relation to other campuses, so they were forwarding all requests.

00:46:56	CL does not feel Milwaukee presented any real threat to University, its reputation, and its dominance when it merged with Madison campus.  He was more concerned over Lucey merger and its future impact. 

00:49:49	Campus Planning Committee was unaffected by protest movement of late sixties and early seventies.  

00:50:36	CL himself questioned feasibility of State Street Mall during protest period, when it was apparent to him that it would be a staging area for more riots and protests. 

00:51:46	Early environmentalists questioned idea of placing kiosks in Muir Knoll--Bascom Woods area. 

00:53:32	CL believes that early consideration of building a large recreational facility in area of Southeast dormitories was adversely affected by protests--no one wanted to give students anything. 

00:54:33	He found Robert Atwell to be a good chairman of committee. 

00:55:58	James Cleary--vice-chancellor for academic affairs--worked closely with CL and bore brunt of faculty dealings. 

00:59:01	End of side.  End of tape.

00:00:03	CL had impression that none of Wisconsin Alumni Research Foundation's money was going to social sciences; ultimately social sciences gained access to some of money through Graduate School--Bryant Kearl role.

00:05:38	Since early sixties, a segment of researchers has developed within University who are very skilled in obtaining research funding.

00:17:35	CL found he was opposed to having to work through individual departments with their own regulations to obtain a text. 

00:19:18	At some point in future, CL feels University is going to have to say where faculty authority ends and administrative authority begins--Clara Penniman version of Faculty Rules and Regulations in "respect to who chooses departmental chairmen"   Dean or faculty.
