Women’s Studies 105 Introduction to Women’s Studies  (3 cr. GDR:SS2; MNS)
Examines the status and roles of women historically and cross-culturally, in society, school, family, employment and politics.

English 214 American Literature (3 cr. GDR:HU2) — Barbara Dixson
Survey of American literature from late 1800's through the present.  The class will consider the perspectives of men & women, of the rich & poor, & of people from many different cultures.

English 327/527 Victorian Literature in Transition – Decadents, Aesthetes, New Women  (3 cr.)—Dejan Kuzmanovic
This course will survey British texts published mostly between 1890 and 1910, with emphasis on the emerging cultural figures of the Decadent, the Aesthete, and the New Women in these texts.  We will discuss how these three figures raise questions regarding the modern meanings and functions of gender, sexual orientation, ethnicity, as well as literary form.

History 391 Women and War (3 cr.)—Theresa Kaminski
This course explores the ways in which war has affected American women from the colonial period through the 20th century.  Using sources ranging from women's diaries and letters to novels and movies, the course will focus on what it meant to be a woman and an American during periods of military conflict.
