Abstract

This project will be a preliminary exploration
of surveys addressing student satisfaction with
dance classes. This project will result in a pilot
questionnaire to be circulated locally and with
selective area university dance programs.
Throughout the project, the dance program at the
University of Wisconsin - Eau Claire will be
compared to six area schools of equivalent minor
programs. These include schools in both
Wisconsin and Minnesota. The goal of this project
is to see what is lacking in the program at the
University of Wisconsin - Eau Claire and what our
program has that other schools have overlooked.
