Women’s Studies 105 and 320


Credit by exam is available for Women’s Studies 105 and 320.


To arrange for an exam students should contact the Women’s Studies Coordinator.


Exams will include both objective and essay questions.  Course credit will be given for scores equal to or greater than 80% of the total points available on the exam.


Students may take the exam only once.


Women’s Studies 300


Credit by exam is available for Women’s Studies 300: Topics in Women’s Studies.  Students may test out only for a topic that has been offered within one year of the test out attempt.


To arrange for an exam students should contact the Women’s Studies Coordinator.


Exams will include both objective and essay questions.  Course credit will be given for scores equal to or greater than 80% of the total points available on the exam.
