Minutes of the Women’s Studies Advisory Committee (WSAC) Meeting

Oct. 28, 2005

1. Motion (Stephens/Kaminski) that Alice Keefe be appointed temporary acting chair of the WSAC approved (7-0-0).

2.  Motion (Stephens/Gott) that Lisa Giordano be added to the WSAC in place of Kathy Dugan, who is no longer serving, approved (7-0-0). 

3. For information:  Lisa Giordano informed the WSAC that her expected delivery of a baby boy in March 06 forces her to forgo teaching WS 105 for the Spring 06 as planned.  Ideas were discussed for replacements for Lisa for the Spring 06 semester.  
4. Motion (Kaminski/Stephens):  The WSAC will send a recommendation to the Vice Chancellor’s office to initiate a search for a Women’s Studies Program Coordinator.  This search should be conducted in the Spring semester with the appointment beginning in the Fall 06. Motion approved (7-0-0).  

5. Motion (Kaminski/Stephens):  The WSAC expresses its gratitude to Dean Lance Grahn for his service as WS Program Coordinator in the Summer and Fall of 2005.  However, given that the WS Coordinator is a faculty position and is therefore not optimally housed within an administrative unit (such as the Office of the Dean of L&S), the WSAC recommends the appointment of Alice Keefe, Professor of Religious Studies,  to replace Dean Lance Grahn as acting Women’s Studies Program Coordinator for the Spring semester 06, with the provision that the contract providing a stipend to Lisa Giordano for advising of WS minors for the Spring 06 semester remains in place.
