Fifty-six of the 66 December
graduates of the Law School were
admitted to the State Bar of Wis-
consin and to practice in the Fed-
eral District Court for the Western
District of Wisconsin in ceremonies
at the Supreme Court and at the
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Federal District Court on January
20, 1976.

For many a young lawyer, the
ceremonious admission to the Bar
is a more exciting event than the
Commencement exercises, since it

symbolizes the start of a bright
new career, not simply graduation
from Law School. Family and
friends of the graduates gather,
and all are entertained at a recep-
tion at which the State Bar of
Wisconsin is host.
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
