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Interview 1
00:00:57	Raised in Toledo, encouraged by high school teachers to pursue mechanical engineering.  Won a Navy ROTC scholarship to a land grant college, chose UW.  Paid twenty-five dollars a month to live in the Phi Kappa fraternity house (240 Langdon Street).

00:04:05	JB immediately knew that he wanted to major in mechanical engineering. His first year at UW was mostly a repeat of classes taken in high school. Cited his favorite professors as Harry Harlow and Archie Shamble for “Vehicle Testing.” Spent fifty-two days on sea in 1956 as part of a routine Navy cruise.

00:05:59	JB was a member of the U.S. Navy Reserves five-year program, but left after three years .

00:07:07	Split his time between the fraternity and his social life. JB met his wife, a physical therapy student and a member of Chi Omega, on a blind date. Recalled attending fraternity parties and sorority gatherings.

00:10:20	JB’s mother was a housewife from New Jersey, his father was an auto union leader. Born in Cleveland, then moved to Toledo until college. Student loan debt was only $700. JB noted that he took the train through Chicago on his way home.

00:13:13	Worked multiple “meal jobs” at local restaurants. JB remembered being told to get back to work at the Primate Lab by Mobray while working the lunch hour at the Madison Radio Shop on Regent Street.

00:19:25	JB recently returned to the Primate Lab, and discussed how it has changed since he worked there. Used to drink beer after work with his supervisor, Art Schmidt.

00:21:00	JB was hired to the Primate Lab by Fred Sponholz. Noted that he didn’t fully understand what he was working on at the time. Described the Primate Lab as “researching love” using cloth-covered and wire monkey mothers. 

00:24:03	Built equipment for the Primate Lab under the orders of Art Schmidt. Wire mothers and cages were mass-produced. 

00:25:41	JB and Schmidt handled more complicated equipment requests. JB recalled seeing a monkey strapped to a chair for brain surgery in the hallway of the Primate Lab. Animal rights activists were “livid.” JB’s mechanical shop was on the south side of the Primate Lab.

00:29:29	Harry Harlow had little contact with students in the Primate Lab.

00:30:53	JB believed that controversial terms like “love” were developed at a higher level by Harlow, then carried out on a day-to-day level by workers. JB worked on “rejection” experiments, creating wire mothers that shook off babies while feeding and machines that trained monkeys to replicate colored light sequences in exchange for food.

00:36:02	After visiting the National Air and Space Museum, JB realized that his light-sequencing training machine was expanded upon and used to train monkeys sent to space. 

00:37:39	Funding for equipment probably came from grants and was distributed from lab budgets.

00:39:22	JB built Harry Harlow a personal ashtray. Remarked that upon visiting the Primate Lab, he noticed that his workshop was no longer functional. 
00:42:14	After graduating, JB got married and worked as an industrial engineer at Oscar Mayer Foods. After eight years, he moved to Graber Company in Middleton. Later, JB worked as a consultant and as an expert witness. 

00:46:24	JB discussed his three children.

00:48:10	JB recalled his father returning from WWII, rationing, the Korean War, and the Sterling Hall bombing.

00:49:39	Student protests on campus. JB was not drafted for Vietnam War because he was registered in Toledo, which was not recruiting. Remembered that Madison was drafting large numbers of young men. 

00:54:18	End of interview. 

Interview 2

00:00:01	Behavior of the primates kept in the lab. JB believed that the environment was not good for the monkeys’ health. 

00:01:28	“Shaking mother monkey” that JB built for Harlow’s experiments. 

00:04:20	JB’s attempt to find the ashtray that he built for Harlow. JB’s salary increased  when they created a new position for him as Laboratory Specialist.

00:06:47	How the Primate Lab looked when JB worked there.

00:08:39	Monkeys kept in the main hallway at the Primate Lab, which supposedly inflamed animal rights activists. JB was not aware of Halow’s “love” experiments at the time, thought that Harlow gravitated toward testing rejection by mothers.

00:11:42	Harlow’s social isolation experiments.

00:12:18	JB originally thought that he would make a career of working in a gas station. Instead, his father and teachers encouraged him to work in mechanical engineering. Had to choose a land grant school because of his Navy ROTC scholarship.

00:13:58	Navy ROTC cruise in the summer of 1956. Started in Albany, where JB practiced gunnery. Next, the cruise went to Valencia, where JB fraternized with Spanish locals. Cruise continued on to Dublin and London, and then to Gitmo (Guantanamo Bay) in Cuba. 

00:18:16	JB thought that he would stay in the Navy, but dropped out of school and was subsequently expelled from the program. Trained with marines in Virginia and in Corpus Christie. In Texas, JB learned to fly planes. No women in the Navy at that time.

00:22:19	Death of JB’s friend, Charlie Moore, in a boxing match. Signaled the end of boxing at universities. 

00:23:22	JB’s list of “milestone changes” at UW: Harlow’s surrogate mother experiments, expansion of the football stadium, increase in tuition.

00:25:39	JB supported himself financially while at UW. 

00:27:05	Discussed working at Patty Ann’s Café, serving home-style food to women working at Quality Laundry.

00:29:08	Growth of student population; investment in construction by UW. Students had to take swimming lessons upon enrollment, and physical education classes were required. 

00:33:39	JB took six years to graduate. Coursework in mechanical engineering. JB considered himself an average student, and thought that the grading scale was more rigid in the 1950s. Mentioned presence of foreign students on campus.

00:37:10	Took some “hill courses” outside of mechanical engineering, particularly enjoyed “History of the West.” 

00:38:31	After graduation, JB worked at Oscar Meyer as a supervising industrial engineer. Then moved to Graber Company, then started his own consulting business. Mostly handled  document processing for large corporations. JB mentioned the amount of traveling required of consulting. 

00:42:37	JB’s role as an expert witness.

00:45:29	Real estate as a growing business in the 1980s. JB bought a Laundromat and several apartment buildings, which he resold at profit. 

00:52:17	JB thought that a change in students has been the behavior at football games.

00:53:46	End of Interview. 
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
