Dean Meeker, who she admired as an artist and a person, was her advisor.  One of her favorite courses was "Techniques of the Old Masters," taught by Jim Watrous.

HN discusses of her most memorable classes, which included a relaxation course,  art history courses, and history courses.  She abhorred a history class taught by William Hesseltine, who she calls "a pompous old fool."  The large class sizes made learning difficult, but TAs helped a lot, especially Herb, Dr. Curti's TA.

The Art School was in a period of transition in the early 1950s. HN wished that more classes were offered on techniques.  In her opinion, female instructors had a more practical approach to education than male instructors who seemed to expect students to work harder.

HN read the Daily Cardinal. Most of the news was political.  Prior to coming to UW, she was a republican, but once she began to read articles in the Cardinal she became a staunch democrat.

Working students like HN did not have much time for leisure activities.  However, when she did have the time, she went with friends to the Chocolate House and to the Italian Village on State Street, or snuck into movies.

Some of the campus housing was segregated by religious faith, such as Judaism and Catholicism.

There was an anti-McCarthy feeling on campus at this time. HN remembers meeting McCarthy at a speech he gave at UW.  Many people were afraid to reveal their political affiliation.  After Eisenhower's election, Republicans "came out of the woodwork."

HN talks about the "Goodbye Harry" clubs. She attended one football game, UW vs. Yale. At this game a fight broke out between the football players and some engineering students, who had been heckling coach Stuhldreher.

Discrimination at UW was mostly directed towards black and Jewish students. HN finds it odd that she cannot remember where black students lived. She visited Hillel a few times.

00:36:44
Campus personalities that HN remembers are Mrs. Louise Troxell, Dean of Women, E. B. Fred, President and a respected bacteriologist, and Conrad Elvehjem, whom she describes as a very patient man.

Counseling services, both psychological and academic, were "dirt poor." HN says that university counselors did not show enough concern or knowledge about the requirements for graduation.

UW provided a positive competitive atmosphere. However, art as a career outside of education was never seriously discussed by her professors. Despite this, HN believes that "going to UW was the smartest thing I ever did." When people learn that she is a UW alumna, they hold her in higher esteem.
