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In her 2002 interview with Allison Espeseth at UW-Madison, Rose Hartzell discussed the following subjects; her childhood; early dance class; decision to major in dance and earn a certificate in women’s studies; dance curriculum; Interarts and Technology program; social life; housing; financing of education; politics within the dance department; and future plans. This interview was conducted for inclusion into the UW—Madison Oral History Program.

Interview Session (May 31, 2002): Tapes 1-2

Tape 1/Side 1

00:00:26	Rose Hartzell talks about where she was born and her family. She talks about the  public and private schools she attended, and the advantages and disadvantages of each.

00:03:27	She says that she began dance lessons at age three. Although she didn't like it at first, she became more interested in high school after watching her sister compete around the country.

00:05:02	RH remembers that she was planning to go into education when she came to college because her mother was a teacher. She began doing a double major in education and dance, but she did not like the education department.

00:06:00	She says that she became interested in dietetics, but did not like chemistry. Her junior year, she took her first women's studies courses. She ended up majoring in dance and earning a certificate in women's studies.

00:06:48	RH talks about her problems with anorexia. Her involvement in women's studies and in her church helped her to overcome her eating disorder, which she says also related to an experience with sexual assault.

00:11:08	She describes her dance experience at UW-Madison. She feels that her ability in ballet particularly improved. At times she found that the program overemphasized thinking about movement at the expense of actually dancing.

00:14:50	She talks about her growing interest in going to massage school. She says that she is planning to study massage in Madison in the fall while she finishes up her remaining credits.

00:10:07	RH says that the dance department feels like a home to her because of the time she spent in the department and the close relationships she developed with the other dancers. She also met close friends in the Interarts and Technology program (IATECH), which combines dance with video. She compares the number of men and women in dance and in IATECH.

00:19:52	She says that the majority of her close friends are in dance. She describes the demands of the dance program and the ways in which it differs from other majors. She says that her classes are very time-consuming.

00:22:05	She describes a typical Monday in her schedule from the past semester, which includes a movement, composition and meaning class, a modern technique class, a repertory class, and an evening women's studies class. She then describes a typical Tuesday, which includes working out, a ballet class, a composition class, and a class in dance history.  She also has additional rehearsals for concerts.

00:25:32	Even when she was anorexic, RH says that she did not miss any school. She talks about how her mother helped her through her illness.

00:26:48	She talks about how difficult it is to have a social life because of her heavy concert schedule and her early classes on Friday. She talks about the few experiences she has had going to bars. A lot of her social activities involve athletic activities like walks with friends, which she feels is unusual because most people she knows are more interested in partying.

00:30:50	End of side.

Tape 1/Side 2

00:30:55	RH talks about how uninterested she is in drugs, and her difficulty finding boyfriends who don't smoke pot.

00:32:22	She says that the professors encourage students to become professional dancers.   Because of her experience dancing in a number of places, RH feels that she has an idea of how different the professional world is from the dance department. She says she thinks that students who become professionals will be shocked by the sacrifices necessary.

00:35:30	She says that the other four students in her graduating class are planning to pursue dance.

00:36:14	She talks about how over-crowded housing is at the university. She lists the dorms that she lived in, her roommates, and the reasons she liked living in university housing.

00:40:08	RH talks about her decision to move off campus in her junior year.  She chose to live in the "round house" on Langdon St. because a friend recommended it and she liked the location.  She says that she is generally happy with her landlord although she has a few complaints.

00:42:50	She says that her parents have paid for her entire college education.  They give her a monthly allowance, and she budgets for all of her expenses.  Most semesters she has paid for lessons at off-campus studios.

00:44:45	She talks about the difficulty of getting to her dance lessons by bus before she owneda car.

00:46:10	RH describes her involvement in the marching band, which had a heavy time commitment.  Although she liked playing saxophone, she did not especially like the other people in the band.  The band emphasized marching skills more than musical ability.

00:50:08	She describes her feelings about September 11.  The event seemed very distant to her.  She thinks that her friends felt similarly.

00:54:12	She talks about her experiences with the dean of the School of Education.  He was responsive when students protested the attempted firing of a popular video dance teacher.  Earlier experiences with administrators when she was trying to change her major were less positive.

00:54:44	RH talks about the political atmosphere within the dance department, and the fact that many students are afraid of voicing their opinions to the tenured faculty.

00:58:57	She describes new changes in the dance curriculum.  UW-Madison has the oldest dance program in the country.  Students and teachers have pushed for greater focus on technique and less on the theory of movement, which the founder Margaret H'Doubler emphasized.  

01:01:44	End of side.  End of tape.

Tape 2/Side 1

01:02:14	She talks about her plan for massage school.  She then plans to take the Graduate  Record Exam and apply for several graduate sexology programs, which is a discipline that involves gender studies.  Eventually she hopes to teach at a junior college.
