Major General Ely speaks ih highest terms of the Fifth Division and their part played in the last days of the war. He says: - "Its with pride and pleasure that the Division Commander cited the fifth Div. for forcing, against the enemy in position, a crossing of the river Meuse near Dun and near Brielles, building bridges and swimming river in face of machine gun artillary fire, and advancing some nine kilometers in the enimies territory to the vicinity of Boandeville. This action not only uncovered the left flank of the XVII French Corps, and enabled that corps to advance, but broke the line of resistance of the Germany Army, and by its position on the East bank of the Meuse compelled its withdrawl." A letter from Chief of Staff, 1st Army, A&F to major Ely states; "The Army Commander has noticed with great plesure and appreciation the excellent work of your Corps in crossing the Meuse river and realizes that the results attained reflects great credit to your Corps and the division included therin."
