1.	Senior Seminar:   The committee agreed that Women’s Studies minors may substitute seminars with an interdisciplinary, women’s studies approach that are offered in other departments (such as history or religious studies) for WS 490 with the approval of the coordinator.


2.	Committee Membership:  Several people were mentioned as possible replacements for T. Kaminski: Donna Decker, John Coletta, Gail Skelton, Anne-Bridget Gary.  I will contact them and other Women’s Studies faculty to see who is interested.  Approval will be by mail of audix.


3.	Course Review:  TK (PD) moved to delete Sociology 316 and Sociology 468 from the Women’s Studies minor. Motion carried 6-0-0.


	I will take these deletions, along with the deletion of Sociology 367 and Human Development 166, 367 and 372 through faculty governance in the fall.  Prior notification will be given to the chairs of Sociology and Human Development.


4.	Additional Courses for Women’s Studies Credit:  Don Fadner will be asked to submit Religious Studies 105 for credit toward the minor.


	TK (AK) moved to create a Women’s Studies Faculty designation to expedite identification of WS course offerings.  Women’s Studies Faculty could identify sections of courses or seminars which would be appropriate for women’s studies and would not have to go through the regular approval process.  Regular courses listed in the catalogue under Women’s Studies would still need to go through the approval process.   Women’s Studies Faculty will be approved by the Women’s Studies committee.   Motion carried 6-0-0.


	All present were unanimously voted Women’s Studies Faculty status.


	I will solicit nominations for additional Women’s Studies Faculty from faculty who regularly teach Women’s Studies courses or are otherwise involved with women’s issues.


5.	Feminist Pedagogy Meeting:  There will be a Spring 96-97 meeting of the Women’s Studies Faculty and other interested individuals to discuss teaching in the Women’s Studies classroom.
