To empower women and men to take control of their own lives, to identify discrimination and injustice wherever it occurs, and to work to improve the human condition.

English 383 — Medics and Mountebanks:  Literature and the Healing Arts (3 cr.) — Sarah Pogell 
Readings from nineteenth- and early twentieth-century literary texts that touch upon the rise of the doctor, clinic and patient and primary source medical texts from the period.  Because of the doctor's central role in society during this time, special attention will be paid to the newly emerging doctor-patient relationship and its gendered, ethical and cultural valences
